Nearly 70 Patriots took on swimmers from Connecticut, Georgia, and Florida at the June
Long Course Invite held at the Lake Brantley Aquatic Center June 20 — 22. Although the
meet was smaller than we anticipated, everyone raced tough and smart throughout the 3
days of prelims and finals. There were many highlights to the weekend including over
300 Life Time Best Times, 144 individual finishes in the Top 8 and 8 swimmers who
finished in 1% place in at least 1 event. Breanna Nguyen placed first in the High Point for
the 13 & 14 girls and Jordan Smith also finished first in the Senior Girls High Point. 5
swimmers earned new Junior Olympic qualifying times (Emily Adams, 200 IM; Emily
Draskovich, 50 Free; Brittany Eastman, 50 Back & 50 Fly; Kayla Moran, 100 Fly & 50
Free; Justin Palmer, 50 Free). The 100% Life Time Best Time Club had 25 swimmers
earn their way into it over the 3 days of racing and every swimmer had at least 1 Life
Time Best Time. This was an outstanding way to head into the Championship meets that
are right around the corner. Go Patriot!
